At the town of Makuyuni turn North West and continue the journey through a scenic escarpment that brings
you to your lodge, perched on the edge of the Rift Valley with stunning views over the distant Lake Manyara.
Overnight at Lake Manyara Kilimamoja Lodge on full board basis Lake Manyara Kilimamoja Lodge Nestled
on the rim of the Great Rift Valley with amazing views over Lake Manyara, the lodgeis set in lush green
gardens, alive with the sounds of the many birds that frequent the property. Lake Manyara Kilimamoja Lodge
istheideal base for avisit to Lake Manyara National Park. Sitting around the outside fireplace watching the
sun setting over the Great Rift Valley and listening to the humming of the birds in the background is a
wonderful way to relax before your delicious evening meal. The lodge has a dining room where international,
traditional and fusion cuisineis served inside and out.

Day 04: Day 03 Lake Manyara National Park - Serengeti National Park

After breakfast, there is agame drive in Lake Manyara National Park that returns to the lodge for lunch.
Leaving Lake Manyara behind, the journey continues North West acro?sthe stunning hilly countryside of the
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highlands which isfilled with wheat and coffee plantations, and then into the Ngorongoro Conservation
Area. From here lie the vast plains of the Serengeti, where you begin spotting wildlife as you approach the
entrance gate. Complete the formalities and enter the park with game viewing en route to the lodge arriving
for dinner Overnight at Serengeti Sopa Lodge on afull board basis Serengeti Sopa L odge Nestled in the
acaciawoodland on the edge of the escarpment overlooking the plains of the south-western Serengeti
National Park, one of the most famous parksin the world, and host to the largest and most spectacular annual
migration of the wildebeest. The lodge is set in the Nyarboro Hills, in the South West overlooking the
Serengeti Plains. The lodge offers 69 standard rooms, all with 2 queen size beds, carpeted, and tastefully
furnished with local fabrics and pictures. On entering the room there is alounge with amini bar. In the front
isaverandawith 2 comfortable chairs and coffee table, with glass windows facing the vast Serengeti plains
which extend as far as the eye can see. The rooms have en-suite bathrooms. A veranda extends from the
room facing the plains, ideal for relaxing and watching game

Day 05: Day 04 Serengeti National Park

Morning and afternoon game drives in Serengeti National Park. Overnight at Serengeti Sopa Lodge on afull
board basis Optional Hot Air Balloon Safari in Serengeti National Park Depart the lodge before sunrise and
transfer by the balloon safari company’ s vehicle (with other travellers) to the balloon staging site. After a
briefing from the pilot, the crew will inflate the envelope. At sunrise, begin your ballooning adventure with
flights at elevations to provide an overview of Serengeti National Park and a close look at the wildlife. After
about 50 minutes, land and the chase crew transfer you to a private site where a bush breakfast complete with
bubbly to celebrate the successful flight in the tradition of balloonists over the centuries. Transfer to your

lodge or a mid-location where you meet your driver guide

Day 06: Day 05 Serengeti National Park - Ngorongoro Crater

After breakfast you depart for Ngorongoro with a picnic lunch viewing game across the vast Serengeti plains,
stopping en route for apicnic lunch. You visit aMaasai village. Continue to your lodge, set high on the rim
of Ngorongoro Crater arriving for dinner Overnight at Ngorongoro Sopa Lodge on afull board basis
Ngorongoro Sopa L odge Perched on the rim of the collapsed volcano, the Ngorongoro Crater, aworld
heritage site, often referred to as the eighth wonder of the world. It has the most magnificent views over the
crater floor, which is home to vast herds of buffalo, wildebeest, zebra, the rare and endangered black rhino,
elephant, cheetah, leopard, lion and herds of gazelle and wildebeest. Its position on the Eastern rim allows the
most spectacular and uninterrupted views of the sunset. All of the 91 double bedrooms are very spacious and
each have two queen sized beds and a separate dressing area. Each room has a glass fronted veranda, to enjoy
aprivate view of the Crater. The lodge has 6 single rooms, al of which have a queen-sized beds and glass
fronted dliding doors. Themed around traditionally circular African houses with conical roofs, and decorated
with examples of Africa srich tapestry of artistic traditions by way of ar&ch woodcarvings and sculptures, the
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lodge harmonizes perfectly with its dramatic surroundings. But the drama does not just stop with the great
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outdoors: it aso flows through the split-level interiors of the main building which all offer an unsurpassed
generosity of space while somehow managing to combine an amost magically welcoming ambience of both
warmth and comfort.

Day 07: Day 06 Ngorongoro Crater

A highlight awaits you this morning as you depart to explore what is commonly referred to as the World's
largest natural wildlife arena. After breakfast, you descend with a picnic lunch through the early morning
mists and 2,000 feet into the crater. Ngorongoro Crater is the World' slargest intact volcanic caldera. Due to
its size and diversity, the crater floor is comprised of several distinct areas, ranging from forest, swamps,
lakes and springs, to open grassland and some sandy dunes. A truly unique wildlife experience. Return to the
lodge in the | ate afternoon. Overnight at Ngorongoro Sopa Lodge on afull board basis

Day 08: Day 07 Ngorongoro Crater - Tarangire National Park

Depart Ngorongoro Crater after breakfast, head south east past Lake Manyara and Mto wa Mbu Village.
Through the highlands and the Karatu district, you'll view the scenic wheat plains and coffee plantations here
before journeying down the spectacular escarpment turning south on to the main Arusha— Dodoma road and
into the park. From here to the lodge, enjoy a game drive en route. After lunch board your safari vehicle and
enjoy an afternoon game viewing within the park. Overnight at Tarangire Sopa Lodge on afull board basis
Tarangire Sopa Lodge Hidden among the kopjes, lies Tarangire Sopa L odge, surrounded by ancient baobab
trees. It isthe home to one of the greatest concentration of elephantsin Africa, and other game including the
elusive leopard. Over 400 bird species have been identified within the park. With water constantly available
through the Tarangire River, the greenery islush providing awonderful contrast to the burnt ground.
Spacious and airy with marble floors, the lobby has glass sliding doors that open out to a veranda where one
can relax and enjoy the view. The ceiling has a wooden finishing, and the décor with plantsin strategic
places, givesit afeeling of total relaxation, much needed after the long and dusty drive to the lodge. Thereis
also a swimming pool for those that want to take a refreshing dip. The lodge boasts 75 spacious rooms, all
with a private lounge on entering with amini bar. Each room is carpeted, has 2 queen size beds with a
mosquito net around them. Ceiling fans keep the rooms cool and glass sliding doors that open out on to a
balcony, with agreat view of the landscape beyond.

Day 09: Day 08 Tarangire National Park - Arusha

Depart after breakfast and head north east to Arusha. The journey will pass through the Masai Steppe filled
with many picturesgue African villages as well as maize, coffee and banana plantations. On arrival in Arusha
lunch is provided followed by transfer to Kilimanjaro Airport to connect international departure flight
