Detailed Itinerary

Day 01: DAY 1: Arrival into Addis Ababa
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Arrival at Addis Ababa Boleinternational airport meet our driver and transfer to hotel and rest. After some
rest start Addis Ababa city tour including a drive to Mount Entoto, National museum, Merkato which is one
of the biggest marketsin Africa, some souvenir shopping. Night welcome dinner in the best Ethiopian
traditional restaurant. Over night stay.

Day 02: DAY 2: Lalibela

Morning flight to Lalibela, the world heritage city. After an hour flight, you will arrive at Shimshaha
(Lalibela Airport) around 9:30am, transfer to hotel and start to visit the 1st group churches which are
included Bieta Medhanialem (Chapel of Holy Savior) which is the biggest and Bieta Mariam (Chapel of
Mary): three aisled with mural paintings and a covered pillar containing inscriptions about the end of the
world according to the gadl (act) of saintly king. Further visit of Bieta Denagel (Chapel of the Virgins), Bieta
Meskel (Chapel of the cross) and finally, the “double — church” of Debre Sina and Bieta Golghotha (women
are not allowed in the latter since it’s where the remains of King Lalibela are and also because it contains the
tabernacle of the Holy Trinity). Further visit of the second group of rock-hewn churches that are namely:
Bieta Gabriel and Raphael, Bieta Merquorios, Bieta Emmanuel with unprecedented Axumite style and the
Bieta Abaa Libanos (said to have been built by King Lalibela s consort Meskal Kebra and visit the Bieta
Ghiorghis which is the cruciform chapel of St. George. Overnight stay

Day 03: DAY 3: Addis Ababa

Morning after breakfast flight back to Addis Ababa.Optional tours to the Ethnological museum, some other
monuments, some souvenir shopping. Night welcome dinner in the best Ethiopian traditional restaurant

Day 04: DAY 4: Amboseli National Park

Early breakfast at the hotel. Y ou will be met and transferred to the airport for your morning flight to
Nairobi.08:15 Depart Addis Ababa.10:25 Arrival in Nairobi, you will be met and transferred to your lodge in
Amboseli. Time TBA Arrival at Amboseli for late lunch . 17:00 Afternoon game drive to the park .Amboseli
National Park is known for its large herds of elephants and spectacular views of Mount Kilimanjaro. It is

At 07:30 Breakfast at the hotel.08:30 Y ou will be met by your English-Speaking driver / guide and depart on
your half day Cape Town City and Table Mountain .The Mother City is steeped in history, culture and scenic
wonders, and offers an abundance of things to see and do .The drive to the city takes you past famous
landmarks. We will pass the Dias statue, the Van Riebeek statue and Tr,al n station, before your visit to the
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Castle of Good Hope, built between 1666 and 1679 by the Dutch East India Company (VOC). The Castle
was developed as a maritime replenishment station, and from 1678 it was the center of civilian,
administrative and military life at the Cape until the area grew and operations expanded el sewhere. Today,
the Castle is the seat of the military in the Cape, and is open for visitors to explore and learn more about its
history. The route then leads you to the magnificent Table Mountain (weather permitting), or in the event of
inclement weather, Signal Hill. Y ou will ascend to the top by the revolving cable car. Here, you will see wild
flowers, daisies, silver tree, and marvel at a birds-eye view of the city and its beaches. On aclear day, it is
even possible to see Robben Island where Nelson Mandela was imprisoned. After that descend back to the
city, move on to avisit of the Company Gardens, alarge public park and botanical garden set in the heart of
Cape Town, home to arose garden, Japanese garden, fish pond and aviary, and driving through Malay
quarters, also known as the Bo-Kaap, which means "Above Cape" because of its location up against the
slopes of Table Mountain. There after visit Greenmarket square for some souvenirs.Enjoy lunch at one of the
local restaurants .Lunch included with 2 Soft Drinks per person.Return to the hotel.Enjoy dinner at Balducci
restaurant tonight. Dinner and 2 Soft drinks included . Overnight stay.

Day 17: DAY 17: Cape Town

At 07:00 Breakfast at the hotel.08:00 Y ou will be met by your English Speaking driver / guide and depart on
your full day Cape Point Tour, including lunch.Thisis an awe-inspiring tour to the towering headland known
as Cape Point. Magnificent beaches, breath-taking views, historic and picturesque coastal villages are to be
seen along the way. The Cape Peninsulais one of the world’'s most scenic areas and stretches from the City
center to Cape Point. Travel along the Atlantic Seaboard via Sea Point Bantry Bay, Clifton, and Camps Bay,
stopping at Maiden Cove look-out point for a panoramic view of the Twelve Apostles, before continuing to
Hout Bay, a quaint village and fishing harbour with magnificent mountain views and beach. Take a 40-
minute optional cruise (excluded) from Hout Bay harbour to Duiker Island, the Seal Colony beneath the well-
known Sentinel Mountain where you can view thousands of Cape Fur Seals in their natural environment.
(weather permitting).On through Chapman’s Peak, one of the world’s most breath-taking coastal drives, to
Cape Point. The Good Hope Nature Reserve, has magnificent fynbos vegetation, birdlife, endemic antelope
species and zebra, historic shipwrecks, and lighthouses. Y ou will take the Flying Dutchman funicular to the
top of Cape Point for excellent viewing opportunities from the two lighthouses that adorn the point. Cape
Point is perceived to be the meeting point of the Atlantic and Indian Oceans. Thereafter continue to historic
Simon’s Town, avillage with charming Victorian architecture, anaval base, and alarge penguin colony at
the beautiful Boulders Beach where you will get to walk alongside the penguins. 14:00 Lunch will be at
Harbour House restaurant, which isincluded in the price.16:00 Return to Cape Town via the Ou Kaapse Weg
with magnificent views of the Constantia Valley.Freshen up at the hotel. 18:00 Meet your driver and transfer
to Gold Restaurant for dinner and show. Overnight stay.

The Annexe, built in 1976, also houses the museum auditorium, research center and souvenir
shop. Thereafter take a short walk through the historic centre of Franschoek. Return to the hotel and freshen
up before heading to Camps Bay for dinner at The Bungalow. Overnight stay.
